belongs or expelled from the school until the completion of Primary Education.

(ii) No child shall be subjected to corporal punistiment or mental harassment.

(iii) No child shall be required to pass any examination of any board until completion

(iv) Every child who has completed Primary education shall be given the certificate
prescribed under rule 23.

(v) Students with special needs shall be admitted as per the provisions of the Act.
(vi) Teachers possessing the minimum qualification prescribed under section 23 (1) of
the Act shall be appointed. Provided further that teachers who do not hold the
minimum qualification on the date of commencement of the Act shall acquire

the Act shall acquire such minimum qualification within a period of Syears.

(vii) The school shall ensure that the teacher shall perform his/her duties specified in
section 24 (1) of the Act.

(viii) The teacher shall not engage himself/herself in private tutoring work.
